PROCLAMATION RECOGNIZING ARBOR DAY IN LAKE ZURICH ON APRIL 27, 2024

WHEREAS, trees in our Village increase property values, enhance the economic vitality of

business areas, and beautify our community; and

WHEREAS, wherever they are planted, trees are a source ofjoy and spiritual renewal.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT PROCLAIMED by the Mayor and Board of Trustees of the

Village of Lake Zurich, Lake County, lllinois that Arbor Day be observed in the Village of

Lake Zurich on April 27th, 2024. l urge all citizens to support efforts to protect our trees and

woodlands and to support our Village’s urban forestry program.
